Unit of %15 Negro soldiers, President Dud-
ley has been informed by telegraph from
the Committee on Education and Special
I'raining to proceed with the organization
of the Reserve Army Training Corps.

{ The total casualties of the Ninety-sec-
ond, colored, Division has been estimated
at 1,478, Among the killed were 6 oificers.

One officer and 31 enlisted men died from
waunds received in action: 44 enlisted men

died from diseases; 28 enlisted men are
listed 88 “missing”; 16 officers and 543
enlisted men were wounded; 39 cficers and
661 cnlisted men werc gassed. The Di-
vigion’s number of gassed is usually large.
A reason 18, perhaps, that the colored sol-
diers in the front-line trenches of this di-
vision were unusually daring In making
raids into the enemy's territory.

G Figures just made availabe show that
Tor the month of Septemher there were
handled at tae American base-ports in
France 767,648 tons, or a daily average of

largest percentage of this tonnage, some
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idea can be formed of the very valuable
service these colcred men are rendering
the government.
