As the wor clouds gathered aond the inevitable in-
volvement of this country become more evident, his
objective wos olwoys to deal with the problems of the
war, political oand military, so that eventually an or-
gonization might be built 10 prevent future wars.

Any man in public Ife is bound, in the course of
ycars, to ¢create certain enemies. But when he is gone
his moin objectives stand out clearly, and o1e may
hope that a spirit of unity may arouse the peosle and
their leaders 10 o complete understanding of hs objec-
tives and o determination to achieve those objectives
themselves.

Abraham Lincoln was taken from us before he had
achieved unity within the nation, ond his people failed
him. This divided us os o nation for many yeors.

Woodrow Wilson was also stricken and, in thot in-
stance, the peoples of the world foiled 1o ccrry out
his vision,
