negro labor to Northern cities,

;The" arrest followed an investiga-
tion of several wecks by county au-
\ thorities, and officers declare they
have a clear case against him.

It is charged that he was paid $2.60
for each immigrant and-. that he ad-
vanced one-half of the railroad fare,
which was returned to-him after the
negroes went North.

During the last six months several
hundred negroes have left Greenwood
county for Northern cities, \particu=
larly Detroit, Philadelphia and--Jer-
gsey City. In a number of instances
large farmers are without help to
plant this year’s crop.

Maddox has operated a loan ex-
change and several public service carg

for months.
