for, in many instances, the dog could not per-
form his task if the injured man had no hat,
or if he were wearing the new steel helmet so
tightly held by the chin strap that the dog
could not remove it. For this reason the am-
bulance dog is now taught to be less particular
as to what he brings back, and he often re-
turns with a tobacco pouch, a handkerchief or
any other small article that he can find in the
pockets of the wounded soldier. His task then
is to lead the stretcher bearers to the spot
where his find is lying. In this work the keen
nose of the dog has been the means of saving
‘many lives, for wounded men not infrequently
crawl into a thicket or other hiding place to
* get out of the way of shells or snipers, with
the result that, hidden from sight, they are
overlooked. Usually the ambulance dog car-
ries at his collar or in small saddle pouches,
a first-aid kit, by means of which the wounded
man can succor (Continued on page 108)
