The Tailor of a Battleship

Tailoring Shop of a Battleship

Every battleship in the U. S. navy
has at least one sailor who is sufficient-
ly proficient in the art of tailoring to
be detailed for this work and have
$20 a month added to his regular pay.
He is also allowed a helper, who is paid
$10 a month extra. The duty for
which the government pays him this
extra compensation is the changing of
uniforms to make them fit the own-
ers. He also has many opportunities
for making still more money, some of
which are the cleaning and pressing of
the officer’s clothes, repairing uniforms,
and making new clothes.
